Happy 72nd Birthday Father Glackin
It was more than 10 years ago that Father Thomas 
Glackin realized his passion for housing deserving families
in need. After meeting a longtime volunteer of Habitat for 
Humanity, Gordon Smith, he was immediately called to 
action.  As the Founding Pastor of St. John the Evangelist
Catholic Church he led his parishioners to follow him in his 
endeavors to serve the poor.  Within the next eight years, 
under his leadership the parishioners of St. John the 
Evangelist provided the funding for 40 Habitat homes!

Since retiring as Pastor of St. John’s in 2008, Father 
Glackin has continued to foster his passion for Habitat for
Humanity.  Each year at his birthday party he asks that 
in lieu of gifts, friends make a donation to Habitat for 
Humanity.  This has led to the 41st and 42nd homes to be built 
in his honor.  

Father Glackin’s story is a wonderful testament to 
what can be accomplished with faith in action!

Building Blocks

•  In Collier County more than 58% of the student population is 
categorized as “Economically Needy” meaning they qualify for free 
or reduced-lunch.  

•  The three largest private sector employers in Collier County are 
Naples Community Hospital, Publix Super Markets and Walmart all 
of whom provide primarily low-wage jobs.  

•  Last year, 999 families applied for Habitat homes in Naples and
Immokalee.  Habitat for Humanity of Collier County was able build 
homes in partnership with 101 of those families.  

•  93¢ of every donated dollar is used to build homes and 
serve families.

•  Donations are used to build homes which are then sold to partner 
families with a no-interest loan.  As each mortgage is repaid, every 
gift is reinvested to build additional homes.  

•  Partner families invest $1,000 and 500 hours of sweat equity before 
purchasing their home.

• More than 1,300 families in Collier County own Habitat homes.
