igh rents. Overcrowded homes. Hardworking families forced to make impossible choices. ese aren
H new challenges—they’re the same ones we've seen year a er year, but the strain is onlyogsdting w

Families who are doing everything right are still falling behind. When there’s nothing le a er covering
the basics, there’s no room to plan, to rest, or to grow. It's a system that simply isn't working.

In the middle of that broken system, Habitat Callb®ntinues to o er a way forward.

Before Mario and Hilda became homeowners, theydlivea cramped house with Hilda’s parents—nine peop
sharing a three-bedroom, one-bath space. eir fagndf ve occupied a single bedroom, where a dobbl& bunk
beds, and a crib le barely any room to walk, leine grow. e high cost of childcare meant that Hi&'s entire
paycheck would be wiped out, so the couple dedideds better for her to stay home with the kidsari has
worked in construction for over a decade and earsteady income, but still homeownership felt duteach.

Rickey and Latoya also faced an uphill battle. wsere paying nearl§2,700 a month in rent—an unsustainable
burden despite their stable jobs. Latoya work<oltier County Public Schools and Rickey is empdagiean auto
body shop. But even with two full-time incomes,\tlieund themselves dipping into savings to keeplititgs on
and food on the table. eir apartment complex hacebome unsafe, with vehicle break-ins and a shootaagby.
“e rent is so high, sometimes my kids and | have go without certain things just to make sure tkeatris paid
rst, the lights are on, and they are fed’atoya said.

Across the county, families just like these ar@gl@verything right—but still falling behind on fdamentals. e
math doesn't add up, and the housing landscapelgimspt working for our local workers.

is summer, both families became homeowners at Mstje Place.

Mario and Hilda’s children now have space to ggaey, and be kidsWithout your help we would be crowded in a
single room;Mario wrote in a thank you notéNow my family will have space for us to enjoyaféegoing to cherish

For Rickey and Latoya, the relief is both emotiaral nancial. eir mortgage is less than half of vat they were
paying in rent. ey're no longer living paycheck tpaycheck or moving from one temporary solutioritte next. For
the rsttime, they're planning for the future, sag money and watching their boys thrive in a hahe#'s nally theirs.

to close this summer, and soon aer we will hand
over management of the HOA in this 109-home
community to a newly elected Board of Directors
made up of passionate homeowners ready to guide
the future of their neighborhood.

Located just ve minutes from the heart of Immokale
work continues in Kaicasa. e name blends the
Creole “kai” and Spanish “casa’ which means “home’,
in tribute to the community’s rich cultural roots.
Families here enjoy modern townhomes with three to
four bedrooms, two bathrooms and garage parking,
set amid nearly three acres of recreational spéme
than 50 families already call this community home.

Las Palmas will bring back the popular
home design we used in Songbird at Whippoorwill.

in 2012, Habitat for Humanity came into our lives. rough their partnership,

| was able to obtain a home that has given my family a sense of stability and
security. But it didn't stop there. Habitat for Humanity didn't just provide u

with a house — they provided us with hope, the opportunity for a future, and
the belief that we could build an even better life for ourselves.

As | stand here today, I'm proud to say that thtslgy and security has allowed me to pursuesdaaice thought
were out of reach. One of my biggest dreams lesotoe a police o cer. While it was short livdstdame a police
o cer for the Collier County Sheri 's O ce. A er laving the sheri ’s o ce, | went back to the drawbward.

Today, I'm a graduate with a master’s degree in school counseling workingcs Pemkentary, a journey |
never thought possible while juggling the responsibilities of raisiokilitren. Habitat for Humanity's support
helped me to focus on my studies and move forward, knowing | had a safe and reliablsié®ria every night,
and that | could a ord to put my children in extracurricular activities to enterktemt while 1 worked on papers
AND | had A LOT OF PAPERS.

In addition to completing my degree, | was featured in the 2023 Gulfshore Magazine 40 unabgr 40 fo
contribution to the community. | recently began a new chapter of leadershigselszited for the Associate
Leadership Collier Class of 2025. My heart has and always will be giving back to the cdratrgavty<o much
for me. is current opportunity is helping me hone the skills | need to continuetbagk to my community in
an even more meaningful way. Habitat for Humanity not only gave me a home but gave mdeheetmtake
on new challenges, knowing that anything is possible when you have the rightfoulitdeally and guratively.

None of this would have been possible without the incredible work Habitat farittdulmas. From the volunteers
who help build the homes to the sta who guide families like mine through tle,ptlabéat is a lifeline for so
many people, giving us a chance to succeed, grow, and dream.
